Where the design allows it,

periodically remove the rotating parts, clean and lubricate them with silicone-based lubricant.
- Protect the stroller from bumps and damage, do not overload over 15 kg.

Care and Storage
- To avoid the risk of injury to your child, check the stroller regularly and perform proper maintenance.
If problems are detected, fix them.
- Wipe the plastic parts of the baby stroller with a damp sponge, do not use abrasive and bleaching
agents.
- For the best safety of the stroller, it should be protected from rain and direct sunlight.
- For washing or removing stains, it is recommended to use a neutral detergent or a special
shampoo for upholstery fabrics.
- It is recommended to wash each part separately.
- It is FORBIDDEN to use kerosene, gasoline, acetone, etc. to clean the stroller.
- Do not dry clean. Do not soak, do not bleach.Do not use abrasive products.
- Minor contamination of the stroller cover can be removed with a damp sponge and soft natural
detergents.
- Do not use machine drying. Dry only when unfolded outdoors, avoid direct sunlight.
- Lubricate with non-viscous liquids (e.g. silicone spray) as needed wheels, connecting devices,
mounting blocks, other nodes where friction occurs.
The use of viscous lubricants is associated with the attraction of sand and dirt, over time this can lead
to the failure of the wheelchair mechanism.
- Check the condition of the stroller regularly. If any elements, such as bolts, screws, fabric covering
or seams, are not properly secured, broken or damaged, repair or replace them.
- In case of defects or malfunctions, discontinue use.
- If moisture gets on the cover, do not fold the stroller, including the awning, this will make it difficult
for moisture to evaporate. Always dry the stroller in natural conditions: it should not be installed
near open sources of fire, in front of radiators, in direct sunlight.
- As a result of wear, exposure to direct sunlight or cleaning, the colors of the fabrics of the baby
stroller cover may change their color (fade, wash out).
- First of all, the edges and bends of the pram cover are subjected to wear and burnout.
Please keep this in mind when storing and transporting the stroller and its accessories.
- It is necessary to store the stroller in a dry room with a relative humidity of no more than
75% and air temperature from -10 to +30 C.

EXPLOITATION

1. Before using the stroller, always check the reliability

of fixing the cradle on the chassis by gently pulling it up on both sides (Fig. 19).
2. To put the stroller on the brake, press the brake pedal from the outside,

as shown in Fig. 20. To remove the stroller from the brake, lift the brake pedal
from the outside as shown in Fig. 21.

3. To adjust the parent handle in height, press the buttons on both sides

of the handle and turn it down or up to the desired position (Fig. 22).

4. When using the stroller on uneven surfaces, you can use the function

of locking the front wheels in a straight line.

To lock the wheels in a straight line, place the wheels strictly

straight and lower the clamps down, as shown in Fig. 23. To remove the wheels
from the forward stroke, lift the clamps up (Fig. 24).
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5. To change the position of the hood, pull it down to the position you nee
(Fig. 25).

6. When using the stroller module as a walking unit ALWAYS FASTEN your
child with seat belts!

7. To fasten the straps, connect the buckles of the waist and shoulder straps
together and insert them into the socket (Fig. 26-27). Adjust the length of the
seat belts with the slider (fig. 28). To unlock the straps, press the button on
the central buckle (fig. 29).

FOLDING

1. Put the stroller on the brake.

2. Fold the hood as much as possible.

3. Lift the parent handle up by pressing the buttons on bothsides (Fig. 30).

4. Stand behind the stroller, grab the sides of the frame below the adjustment
mechanism of the parent handle and pull both buttons of the folding
mechanism on the left and right sides of the stroller.

When the stroller unlocks, push the handle down, the stroller will begin

to fold (Fig. 31).

5. Fix the transport lock (Fig. 32).

6. A properly folded stroller should look like in Fig. 33.
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Maintenance Instructions:

To protect your child from accidental injury, please check and maintain your
stroller regularly.

-Please use a brush to clean the fabric of the seat and use laundry soap or neutral
detergent to clean other parts.
